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HISTORY OF THE 1318T MILITARY INTELL IGENCE COUPANY (AS)

ON THE FIRST OF JULY 1965 THE 2BTH ASTA (AER 1AL SURVE ILLANCE
TARGET ACQUISITION) DETACHMENT WAS FORMED AT FORT RILEY KANSAS.
TH1S ORGANIZATION, WHICH HAS EVOLVED INTO THE WOST UNIQUE AV-
UAT1ON ASSET IN SOUTHEAST ASIA, WAS DEPLOYED TO NHA TRANG IN
THE REPUBLIC OF VIET NAM AFTER A BRIEF TRAINING PERIOD IN THE
UNITED STATES.

THE 2PTH ASTA OPERATED FROM NHA TRANG UNTIL 15 JANUARY 1966
SUPPORTING ALLIED DPERATIONS 1IN CONJUNCTION WITH OTHER OV-1
UNITS IN COUNTRY. IN JANUARY OF 1966 THE UNIT CEASED OPER=-
ATIONS FROM NHA TRANG AND WAS DEPLOYED TO A NEW MISSION AREA.
OPERATIONS IN SUPPORT OF 1 CORPS WERE BEGUN FROM PHU BAI ONM
15 FEBUARY 1966,

IN RESPONSE TO THE U. S. ARMY'S REQUIREMENT FOR INCREASED SUR-
VE ILLANCE IN VIET MAM THE 2@TH ASTA WAS DEACTIVATED ON 31 MAY
1966, AND A NEW AND MORE FLEXIBLE ORGAMIZATION, THE 13515T AV-
IATION COMPANY, WAS ORGANIZED. AEG INNING OPERATIONS ON THE 1ST
OF JUNE 1966, UTILIZING THE PERSONNEL AND EQUIPVENT OF THE 28TH
ASTA, THE 131ST BEGAN WORK ING DIRECTLY FOR MACV-J2 AND THE
SEVENTH AIR FORCE. THEY WERE SUPPORTED IN THE IR EXPANDED MIS-
S10N BY THE 223RD AVIATION BATTAL ION.

IN SEPTEMBER OF 1967 THE 131S8T WAS AEASSIGNED TO THE NEWLY
FORMED 212TH AVIATION BATTALION AT MARBLE MOUNTAIN ARMY AIR
FIELD. THEY CONTINUED TO OPERATE OVER ALL OF SOUTHEAST ASIA
FROM THEIR BASE IM PHU BAI AND WERE REDESIGNATED THE 1315T
MIL ITARY INTELL IGENCE COMPANY (AS) ON THE FIRST OF JULY 19T1.
o |% MONTHS LATER, ON THE FIRST OF DECEMRER 1971 THE 212TH
COMEAT AVIATION BATTALION STOOD DOWN AT MARBLE MOUNTAIN,
DLACING THE 13%1ST MI CO (AERIAL QURVE ILLANCE ) UNDER THE 11TH
COMBAT AVIATION GROUP.

WITHIN THIRTY DAYS THE 131 ST WAS MOVING TO MARBLE MOUNTAIN.

ON THE TENTH OF JANUARY THE FIRST ADVANCE PARTY CAME FROM PHU
BAl AND THE ENTIRE COMPANY HAD BEEN MOVED BY THE FIRST OF FEB=
UARY, 1972. SINCE THAT TIME WE HAVE CONTINUED TO PROVIDE IN-
TELL IGENCE TO THE MAJOR COWMANDERS AND ADVISORS OF SOUTH VIET
NAM AND ALL OF SOUTHEAST ASIA; WE FLY WHERE NO ONE ELSE CAN
FLY AND ANSWER QUESTIONS THAT MO ONE ELSE CAN ANSWER. THE
mgpUDS" OF THE 13187 ARE PROUD OF THEIR MISSION AND OF THE IR
CONTRIBUTION TO THE U. 3. ARMY AND ARMY AVIATION.
